Tuesday evening, President Obama quoted President Eisenhower, 
“Indeed, I am mindful of the words of President Eisenhower, who – in 
discussing our national security – said, ‘Each proposal must be weighed 
in the light of a broader consideration: the need to maintain balance in 
and among national programs.’” President Obama also mentioned that 
when he took office, the price of the wars was already nearly $1 trillion. 
An oft-quoted figure from the White House is that each of our soldiers in 
Afghanistan costs $1 million/year.  
 

In an earlier speech , President Eisenhower considered the domestic cost 
of war: “Every gun that is made, every warship launched, every rocket 
fired signifies, in the final sense, a theft from those who hunger and are 
not fed, those who are cold and are not clothed. This world in arms in not 
spending money alone. It is spending the sweat of its laborers, the genius 
of its scientists, the hopes of its children. The cost of one modern heavy 
bomber is this: a modern brick school in more than 30 cities. It is two 
electric power plants, each serving a town of 60,000 population. It is two 
fine, fully equipped hospitals.” 
 

Today, perhaps it is health care for all U.S. citizens that we are 
sacrificing. The price tag of the plan introduced in the Senate is $848 
billion over 10 years.  But you may also find other monetary trade-offs, 
including specifics for your community. 
 

What can we pray, other than Lord have mercy? What can we preach, 
other than our security is not in drones or soldiers, but in the Lord God 
alone? Pray we must; preach we must; act we must. In case you missed 
it, the Afghanistan handout from last week included some actions. 
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Support Offender/Victim Ministries while you do your holiday shopping 
on Thursday, December 10 at Ten Thousand Villages in Newton.  Already 
finished with Christmas shopping?  Then stock up on fair trade coffees and 
teas!
