“Raised to New Life!” 
 

“. . . just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, 
  so we too might walk in newness of life.”  – Romans  6:4b 
 

Easter egg hunts on greening lawns are great fun for children and adults. 
Easter dresses that splash with spring colors look pretty on little girls. 
Easter dinners with all the fixins’ are a delight to our taste buds.  These are 
some of the things we experience, see and even anticipate on Easter Sun-
day, but we know that Easter is not primarily about these things.  Easter 
represents Jesus’ resurrection from the dead. 
 

The English word Easter is from the Anglo-Saxon word Eastre, a pagan 
goddess whose festivals (called Eastron) were in the spring season. The  
festival celebrated the rising of the sun, new life and new beginnings. The 
word East also points the direction of the rising sun and yeast, a substance 
which makes bread rise.  When Christianity came to northern Europe, the 
resurrection of Jesus fit into the tradition of new life and a rising and hence 
called Eastre of Easter by the people. 
 

Easter is God’s emphatic response to Jesus’ death on the cross. Easter is the 
powerful statement that sin and death no longer reign supreme.  Easter is the 
new life given by the Holy Spirit to all who believe.  Easter represents the 
hope, the promise, and the power of Christ’s resurrection in each of our lives. 
 

Whenever Paul talked about Jesus’ resurrection, a certain joy and exuberance 
flowed from his spirit.  In Romans 6, Paul saw believer’s baptism as a way 
of being buried with Christ and also risen with Christ.  Paul believed that 
the same power that raised Christ from the dead was available to believers 
as well.  Indeed, Christ’s resurrection power enables us all to “walk in new-
ness of life.”  (Romans 6:4b). 
 

As the somber, cold, gray season of Lent gives way to the joyous, celebrative, 
festive season of Easter, where is God calling you to new life?  How does 
God want to raise you up?  How will Easter’s promise breathe new life into 
you?  In the weeks ahead, consider sharing with others (maybe even our 
congregation) your answers or ponderings to these questions.  Because of 
Christ, we are given new life.  We are raised from the death of our sins and 
sorrow.  We can rise up as God’s resurrected people to do amazing things 
for the Kingdom of God! 
 

Christ has Risen.  Alleluia.
