“Holding on and letting go!”       
       
“.  .  .  you have made the Lord your refuge,  
          the Most High your dwelling your place.”     -Psalm 91:9  
 
The theme Holding on and letting go during this Lenten season invites      
us to draw near to God by identifying with Jesus in his mission. Through            
repentance, we hold on to what is most important and let go of what gets   
in the way of further growth.  Jesus modeled this for us as he let go of his 
very life, entrusting himself to the height and depth, the breadth and width 
of God’s love.  How can we begin to live out such a love in our lives? 
 
As the youngest of four children, I remember the day when each of my   
siblings left home and how my parents responded.  What was especially 
difficult was my mother’s sobs as she let go of each child.  When it was 
time for me to leave, I dreaded the moment as I climbed into the car full    
of volunteers heading for service in Markham, Illinois.  She had also      
expressed dread for that moment and I pictured her standing in the kitchen 
in her usual spot crying her eyes out when I drove off.  (Eventually she   
and dad were celebrating the empty nest, I’m sure!)  During several times 
that year, I remember how special it was to once again return home. 
 
Letting go is hard especially when it involves people who are dear to us.  
We spend a lifetime letting go of people and things.  From sending kids     
to kindergarten to dealing with a terminal illness, letting go is a part of life. 
 
Jesus is our expert model in showing us how to let go.  If you think about  
it, he was letting go from day one as his family traveled from one place to 
another.  Perhaps a better question is:  What are we holding on to?  If we 
don’t think there is anything to hold on to, we might be inclined to never  
let go.  Jesus held on to the assurance of God’s love.  Our dwelling place    
is really with the Most High.  This Lenten season, may you remember the 
prodigal love of your heavenly Parent. Come home to God.  Celebrate   
your relationship with this God who takes delight in your return.
