“Tourist or Pilgrim?”  
 

“And when was it that we saw you a stranger and welcomed you, or 
naked and gave you clothing?”  -Matthew 25:39 
 

On the subject of traveling, I really am not very qualified to speak.  
Recently I read a book entitled Walk in a Relaxed Manner by Joyce 
Rupp.  She shared her experience as a pilgrim traveler walking a 37-
day journey on the Camino De Santiago in northern Spain.  Many life 
lessons were learned along that journey.  I have traveled about as far 
west in the U.S. as one can go (Pacific coast) and as far east (Delaware 
Gap) but never outside the borders.  My travels lately have been for 
educational purposes only.  I don’t feel like a pilgrim or a tourist.  
Pilgrims mingle with the local people while tourists look for luxury 
suites and theme parks. 
 

Perhaps we don’t have to travel far at all to be a pilgrim.  An old song 
says “This world is not my home, I’m just a passin’ through.”  Nice 
tune but maybe “passin’ through” overlooks what it means to be a 
pilgrim.  Pilgrims, according to Rick Steves’ article “Traveler’s 
blessings” (Christian Century, Feb. 9, 2010), “drink tea with local 
people, help them out in different ways, and gain empathy for them.  
Unlike tourists, travelers come home changed in some way.”  That’s 
the key.  Being a pilgrim traveler changes us in some way.  We are 
changed because we have encountered God by connecting with    
people on our path and by sharing our stories together.  Instead of 
looking only for what gives us pleasure, perhaps we have welcomed  
a stranger or given to someone in need without even realizing it.  We 
don’t have to travel far to do God’s will. A newer hymn states it well:

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Tabor to assist with Potter 
House Church Bible School 
 

This week we received an email from 
Alberto Parchmont, pastor at Potter 
House Mennonite Church in Pasadena, 
Texas.  He sends many greetings to all 
of us in the name of Christ. He shared 
that their church is growing a bit more 
with 90 people coming to Sunday school 
and many new ones are being added to 
the church.  He writes:  "My wife and I 
are still with our heads held high working 
for this beautiful work that God put us to 
work."  He expressed his gratitude for 
the ways that Tabor has helped to con-
tribute to their ministry in the past and 
humbly asked for support to help with 
Bible school for this year. Last year, the 
church offered Bible school for the first 
time and had many, many children every 
day and they want to offer Bible school 
again this year for two weeks. 
 

At Bible school, they feed the children, 
give them snacks, buy materials for craft 
projects, teach them who Jesus is, learn 
Bible verses, sing songs and have some 
yard games at the end. The church also 
creates fliers and invites all the parents 
of the children to come and see the pres-
entations of their children.  Many parents 
come who don't attend church but Potter 
House sees this as a way to evangelize 
parents of these children. 
 

Because we have some extra money in 
our Church Plant fund (with more 
offerings coming at Thanksgiving and 
Christmas), we have decided to give 
$500 to Potter House Mennonite Church 
to help them with their passion of offering 
Bible School for many children within 
their community.  If you want to contrib-
ute directly to our Church Plant Fund 
(which supports Nueva Jerusalen 
Church), you can write out a check to 
Tabor Mennonite, and write in "Potter 
House Bible School" in the memo.
