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Lust is a vice that reduces sexual gratification to one’s own 
physical, individual self-gratification. Lust is a vice because it 
doesn’t honor the fullness of love. Chastity is the virtue usually 
held up against lust. However, chastity is not necessarily celibacy. 
Chastity is directing our love in appropriate ways. A chaste life 
leads us to put love in its right place: loving God and loving our 
neighbor.
